• 4.5% general rate increase for current owner occupiers, farmers, and 

commercial property owners 
• Sewerage and garbage charges will increase by 4.5% 
• Water prices will continue to rise higher than CPI. 89% of the standard 

water consumption charge is payable to State Authorities. 
• Council urges all residents to continue saving water where possible.  
• Combined SES and environmental levies will not increase 
• Council’s largest ever project – Fernvale Indoor Sports Centre is included 

in the budget at $4 million, to be funded 100% by Australian Government 
grants and property developer contributions – no ratepayer funds and no 
debt are committed on this project 

• $460,000 Kilcoy library project will transform currently unoccupied space 
within the old Shire office to create a 250 square metre library while 
retaining existing Council services. 

• Other major projects include additional funding released for Neurum Road 
Bridge east of Kilcoy – now a $2.0 million project shared with Moreton Bay 
Regional Council and State Government 

• Another $500,000 has been allocated for Pointings Bridge replacement 
north of Lowood bringing the total cost of that project to $2.5 million. 

• Council expects to attract more than $11 million into the Somerset Region 
during 2009/10 as a result of successful government grant submissions 
and contract works with other levels of government. 

• More than $36 million total expenditure is budgeted with no debt

Maintenance budgets for 2009/2010 include: 

• Rural road maintenance - $2.62 million 
• Repairs to flood damage affected roads - $1.0 million 
• Bridge repairs - $300,000 
• Town street maintenance $367,000 
• Council has set aside $1.15 million for resurfacing 

existing bitumen roads in order to ensure that we do not 
jeopardise our 700+ kilometre bitumen network  

• Street lighting costs will increase to $216,000
